Continuing with our " Be Prepared " theme, | would like to share a list
of items that each family should be storing at home. This list should be
considered a bare minimum list. | recommend adding additional wa-
ter, food, and medical supplies. This topic is something you can al-
ways discuss with your neighbors as well. More people prepared in a

given area reduces the "72 hour" effect that takes place after a disaster event - when local supplies
might be running low. Remember the world may teach to prepare for physical survival, but we
should also prepare in a way to keep morality and integrity intact. Here is a start to your Go Bag:
Food - at least a three -day supply of non -perishable food
Supplies - Battery -powered or hand crank radio and a NOAA Weather Radio with tone alert, flash-
light, first aid kit, extra batteries, whistle to signal for help, dust masks to help filter contaminated air,
and plastic sheeting and duct tape to shelter -in-place, moist towelettes, garbage bags, and plastic
ties for personal sanitation, wrench or pliersto  turn off utilities , manual can opener, local maps, cell
phone with chargers and a backup battery.
Prescription medications
Non -prescription medications such as pain relievers, anti -diarrhea medication, antacids or laxatives,
glasses and contact lens solution, Infant formula, bottles, diapers, wipes, diaper rash cream, Pet
food and extra water for your pet, cash or traveler's checks.
Important family documents  such as copies of insurance policies, identification and bank account
records saved electronically or in a waterproof, portable container, sleeping bag or warm blanket
for each person. Complete change of clothing appropriate for your climate and sturdy shoes,
household chlorine bleach and medicine dropper to disinfect
water, fire extinguisher, matches in a waterproof container, feminine supplies and personal hygiene
items, fess kits, paper cups, plates, paper towels and plastic utensils, Paper and pencil, books,
games, puzzles or other activities for children, Bible.

Austin Disaster Relief Network also provides a disaster relief introduction and readiness seminar.
